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Drill Speed Controller  

  I made this gadget when we had electric hand drills without any 
form of speed control. Actually it can be used on many hand -held 
appliances, but not things like energy -saving bulbs and fluorescent 
strip lighting. It is limited to 3.0 Amp. So any use close to this figure 
will need monitoring; there may be a requirement for a heat sink on 
the Thyristor. Loads greater than 3.0 Amp will probably require 

different values for all the components.

capacitor should 
be placed across 
t h e  o u t p u t 
t e r m i n a l s .
